All 

children will be required to rehearse their numbers on stage with their costumes on ** THIS 

IS A MANDATORY REHEARSHAL IN ORDER TO PARTICIPATE IN OUR RECITAL.  ALL 

CHILDREN ARE EXPECTED TO ATTEND.  We will start with the Finale rehearsal first and go 

right into the show line up so you can leave if need be right after your child's numbers are done, 

but please feel free to stay and have the children cheer their friends on as long as you like.

Finale: 

We would like all students to participate in the finale.  It is exciting for them to be on stage one 

more time with the entire studio.  The show is a very reasonable time length and we would 

encourage all students to participate in the excitement of the finale.  They also love to have their 

own special flower bouquet to have on stage. 

Please do not run up to the stage to get your child when the finale is over.  The curtain will be 

closed and classes will be brought back to the dressing rooms and a parent will be able to pick the 

child up then.    

Backstage Conduct: 

Please take a moment to talk to your child(ren)regarding backstage behavior and conduct.  It is 

important for everyone to have fun, but to also remain calm to try to keep the noise level somewhat 

down.  The main dressing room is connected to the stage and we wouldn’t want the dancers or 

audience to be distracted from the noise. We will have backstage helpers who will assist groups 

and get them lined up properly to get on stage.  Please allow these people to do their job!  

Things will run much smoother if we all cooperate!  

 Recital Customs 

Makeup is usually a must when on stage.  Of course, it is up to you for your child, but we usually use 

it so the children do not appear washed out from the stage lights.  Also, it is customary to buy your 

children flowers for their finale appearances.  Again, this is not mandatory and up to you.  This year 

our recital should be fairly short.  However, we suggest you bring some snacks and drinks for your 

kids as well as maybe a little activity to keep them occupied while they wait in the dressing room 

backstage.  There will also be baked goods, snacks and drinks available for purchase before and 

during intermission the night of the show. 

Recital Video: 

We have a professional videographer coming to video our show.  His work is amazing and the quality 

of the DVD’s is incredibly clear and crisp.  You may purchase a DVD by filling out the order form 

attach.  The cost of the video is $42.00.  THERE WILL BE ABSOLUTELY NO VIDEO 

RECORDERS ALLOWED AT THE RECITAL.  ALSO, PLEASE BE RESPECTFUL TO THE 

DANCERS ON STAGE AND LIMIT THE AMOUNT OF CAMERA FLASHES AS IT IS 

DISTRACTING FOR THEM.
